Workplaces along Moldau didn’t do well within inspections
(České Budějovice, August 16, 2017) At the end of July, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection focused on bars on water and camping sites along the Moldau River. Violations of applicable legislation were discovered in 6 of 8 cases.
At the end of July, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection to monitor compliance with the principles of fair selling within sale and provision of services near the Moldau River. Subjects to inspections were especially camping sites, restaurants, refreshment points and other workplaces providing services relating to recreation on water. 
CTIA officers carried out in total 8 inspections on the about 12 km long territory ranging from Zátoň to Český Krumlov-Domoradice and detected 6 cases of violations of legislation. Mostly principles of fair selling weren’t complied with by the inspected vendors who failed to provide the declared amount of drinks and didn’t inform consumers about prices of sold goods or provided services.
Detected flaws were resolved by on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 5,000 in total.
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
