Year-on-year comparison of fuels quality
(Prague, August 25, 2017) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority compared fuels quality of the first quarters of 2016 and 2017. The comparisons showed a certain improvement. This year even saw the best result of the first 6 months in all the years in which the Czech Trade inspection Authority carried out inspections of fuels quality on the whole territory of the Czech Republic, namely the past 15 years.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority evaluated results of fuels quality inspections carried out in the first quarter of 2016 and 2017. The below charts indicate that fuels quality slightly improved this year from 1.4% to 1.3% when evaluated based on the ratio of poor quality fuel samples. We saw quality decrease within inspections of automotive petrol (from 0.6% to 1.9%). Improvement concerned diesel samples (from 2.0% to 1.1%) and Ethanol E85 (from 25% to 20%). In the consequence of development in the market there are fewer places where diesel fuel blend and FAME can be sampled. Amendment of the Act on Excise Duties resulted in significant reduction of sale of these fuel types. Inspected samples of CNG and LPG stayed with 0% of poor quality samples.

Organic ingredients in fuels
In the first quarter of 2017, content of fatty acid methyl ester was inspected in 657 motor fuel samples. Ethanol content in automotive petrol was inspected in 528 samples. Laboratory analysis didn’t indicate that the upper acceptable level of bio ingredients content was exceeded in collected and inspected automotive petrol and diesel samples.

Measures
In the first half of 2017, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority prohibited the sale of fuels in 14 cases in which particular samples failed the requirements for quality and composition governed by the implementing legal regulation, special legal regulations and Czech technical standards. The measure was imposed on the total of 76,001.34 litres of fuels in the value of CZK 2,200,384.51. 

The measure concerned the following fuels:

· 21,788.00 BA 95 SUPER amounting to CZK 680,235.80
· 5,831.42 litres of BA 91 NORMAL amounting to CZK 173,527.03
· 3,063.73 litres of BA 91 SPECIAL amounting to CZK 95,588.38
· 32,270.50 litres of diesel amounting to CZK 952,241.20
· 13,047.69 litres of Ethanol E-85 amounting to CZK 298,792.10
In the first half of 2016, CTIA imposed prohibition on sale of fuels in 11 cases due to failure to meet the quality and composition requirements stipulated in legal regulations and Czech technical standards. The measure was issued on the total of 74,454 litres of fuels in the total value of CZK 1,992,694. 


The measure concerned the following fuels:
· 18,575 litres of SUPER BA 95 in the value of CZK 550,681
· 44,170 litres of diesel in the value of CZK 1,160,659
· 7,300 litres of FAME in the value of CZK 167,170
· 2,637  litres of Ethanol E-85 in the value of CZK 68,292
· 1,772 litres of diesel fuel blend in the value of CZK 45,892
From 2001 the Czech Trade Inspection Authority has monitored fuels quality at filling stations on the whole territory of the Czech Republic. During the past 15 years, the quality of fuels significantly improved, but there are still cases in which consumers interests as well as financial interests of the state or the environment can be damaged. These are the reasons why CTIA will keep inspecting all available fuel types.
