CTIA took counterfeits for almost 3 million 

(Brno, August 29, 2017) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian and Zlín Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection at the ASIA BAZAR Hatě marketplace that was focused on sale, offer and storage of goods infringing certain intellectual property rights. CTIA carried out inspection of seven sellers and found breaches of obligations in all cases. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian and Zlín Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection at the ASIA BAZAR Hatě marketplace, focusing on compliance with the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection, namely the offer, sale and storage of counterfeits of globally known trademarks. CTIA cooperated with the Alien Police Znojmo in all 7 cases and found offer, sale and storage of counterfeits in all of them. 

CTIA took 404 counterfeits of textile clothing, footwear and leather wear in the total value of originals amounting to CZK 2,887,800. After professional assessments are elaborated and the products are proven to be counterfeits of global trademarks, administrative procedures will star with the inspected persons. Subsequently, it will be decided about the amount of fines and confiscation of goods. Products will be destroyed or handed over to humanitarian purposes.
