CTIA took counterfeits for almost 26 million in second quarter 2017
(Interim report of 2nd quarter of 2017)

(Prague, September 5, 2017) In the second quarter of 2017, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out inspections within which compliance with obligations stemming from the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection was inspected. It especially focused on the offer, sale and storage of products or provision of services infringing certain intellectual property rights. Violations of legal regulations were detected in 313 of 425 inspections, i.e. 73.65%, including 93 cases in which offer, sale or storage of counterfeits were detected, which represented 21.9% which was by 5.5% more than in the 1st quarter 2017. In the second quarter of 2017, CTIA collected 9,332 items of goods carrying false trademarks. Prices of originals would amount to CZK 25,844,014. 

From April 1 to June 30, 2017, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 425 inspections within which compliance with obligations stemming from provision of section 8 of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection were inspected. This provision prohibits offering, selling and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights or illegal use of trademarks. 

CTIA inspectors detected violations of generally binding legal regulations in 73.65% of cases, including 93 inspections (21.9%) within which products infringing certain intellectual property rights were found. In the second quarter of 2017, CTIA collected 9,332 items of goods marked with illegal trademarks. The total price of originals would amount to CZK 25,844. When compared with the 1st quarter of 2017, there was an increase in the number of collected counterfeits by 3,038 items (1st quarter of 2017 – 6,294 items) and CZK 9.7 million (1st quarter – CZK 16,202,388). 

On the contrary to the first quarter of 2017 when vendors most frequently offered counterfeits of Adidas products, the second quarter of 2017 was the period of the brand Michael Kors. In terms of the offered range, textile goods and video products still lead. 

Cooperation with other state administration bodies was also used within the inspections. In 6 cases, CTIA cooperated with the Police of the Czech Republic.

Imposed measures and sanctions
In the 2nd quarter of 2017, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority collected in total 9,332 items of products in the prices of originals amounting to CZK 25,844,014. The products were stored out of reach of inspected persons. Some products can be used to humanitarian purposes after lawful decision comes into effect. CTIA imposed 394 fines amounting to CZK 6,636,000 for violations of legal regulations in the monitored period.
