50% of inspections with findings at Zahrada Čech
(Ústí nad Labem, October 2, 2017) An extraordinary inspection of the CTIA Inspectorate based in Ústí nad Labem was carried out at the exhibition Zahrada Čech in Litoměřice and violations of law were detected in 50% of cases. Legal regulations were violated in eight cases.
In the second half of September 2017, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority Inspectorate of Ústí nad Labem carried out an inspection at the event “Zahrada Čech” which was held at the venue of the Litoměřice exhibition mall. It was a traditional agricultural exhibition and related range was offered: seedlings, trees, flowers, herbs and other items for growers. Besides these products, also refreshments, household tools and equipment, toys, and tiny goods were sold. Last but not least, many sellers also offered federweisser. 
CTIA officers carried out sixteen inspections focused on fairness of sale, pricing, compliance with declared amount and weight, requirements for issued bills of purchase and information obligations. They also carried out an inspection of flowers and bushes, namely focusing on information obligations relating to labelling and marking of trees and bushes and their description with botanic names or Czech analogy as well as other information necessary for growing plants. The officers also inspected whether all plants are marked and labelled with clear pictograms on care (habitat, adult size, watering, high and width of the plant, when to cut the plant and when it blooms). Compliance with the Act on Technical Requirements for Products was also inspected. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected that law was violated in eight of sixteen inspections. One vendor used an uncertified measuring instrument during an inspection purchase and, hence, breached the Act no. 64/1986 Coll. In three cases, the Act No. 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products was breached within sale of toys. In other cases, the Act No. 634/19992 Coll. on Consumer Protection was breached – in two cases, sellers of federweisser didn’t enable the consumer to check correct amount of purchased drink; one seller of flowers didn’t mark plants with their names and way of care; one finding related to a seller of bijouterie who didn’t inform consumers about prices and maintenance.

Inspectors imposed eight on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 11,000 and imposed prohibition to use a measuring instrument.
