CTIA inspected duration of rides at a fair

(České Budějovice, October 10, 2017) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority Inspectorate of the South Bohemian Region inspected fun rides operators at the traditional fair in Strakonice. It didn’t find any violation of law within an inspection of 7 rides. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian Region responded to a notification from a consumer and carried out an inspection at the traditional fair in Strakonice at the end of September. The consumer’s notification related to repeated failure to provide the declared time for duration of a ride at individual fun rides. 
CTIA officers inspected 7 fun rides as regards compliance with the declared duration of one ride at individual fun rides, namely for example Autodrome, Crazy Dance and Twister, operated by four different operators. Inspectors repeatedly measured the duration of individual rides, using certified measuring instruments and detected no case in which an operator would shorten the declared duration of a ride, which was usually 3 minutes. So, CTIA didn’t find any breach of law. 
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
