Two of five sellers breached law at Flora Olomouc
(Olomouc, October 27, 2017) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Moravian-Silesian Region and Olomouc Region carried out an inspection at the international gardening exhibition Flora Olomouc. Breaches of legal obligations were detected in more than 40% of inspected entities. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Olomouc Region carries out annual inspections at one of the Czech largest gardening exhibitions held in Olomouc. This year it aimed at the spring, summer and autumn phase of the event during which vendors offered and sold various range of goods, such as gardening tools, flowers, fruits and vegetables, spice, toys, textile products, candies, refreshments, frgáls, ceramics, wicker products and products intended for animals. CTIA also inspected restaurants near the exhibition mall. 
CTIA officers carried out 43 inspections in total and found breaches of legal regulations in 18 cases, which represented 42% of all inspections. Defects related to infringements of the Act on Consumer Protection and the Act on Czech Trade Inspection Authority. Most frequent findings were failures to provide correct amount or weight, incorrect billing, incorrect marking of products and failures to inform about prices as well as use of uncertified measuring instruments.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Moravian-Silesian Region and Olomouc Region imposed 9 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of CZK 10,000 for the detected breaches of legal regulations. In 9 cases fines will be imposed in administrative proceedings.
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
