Three inspections, three violations of law
(Ústí nad Labem, September 26, 2017) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority Inspectorate based in Ústí nad Labem carried out an extraordinary inspection at the Exhibition Dům a zahrada (House and Garden) in Louny. Breaches of law were detected at all inspected persons. 
In mid-September, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority Inspectorate of the Ústí Region carried out an extraordinary inspection at the exhibition Dům a zahrada (House and Garden) at the exhibition mall in Louny. It carried out in total three inspections focused on pet supplies, refreshment and bijouterie. All three inspected vendors breached the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection. In one case the seller didn’t issue the bill of purchase with all requirements – purchased items were not displayed. In the second case, purchased sausage weighed by 10 grams less which caused the detriment to the consumer by CZK 4. In both cases an on-the-spot fine was imposed. 
In the third case, CTIA inspectors took a product concerning which there was a suspicion that it infringes certain intellectual property rights because it seemed to be a counterfeit. It was a pendant made from surgery metal marked with the trademark GIANNI VERSACE which was sold for CZK 400 in a stand with bijouterie. The price of the original product would amount to CZK 5,000. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority took action and took the product, storing it out of reach of the inspected person. Administrative proceeding will be launched with the vendor.
