CTIA imposed 17 fines at Šenovská burza 

(Ostrava, November 1, 2017) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Moravian-Silesian Region carried out an extraordinary inspection at the marketplace in the Šenovská Street in Ostrava-Radvanice. CTIA officers inspected 18 vendors, detected violations of law in all cases and imposed 17 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 34,000. Traders most frequently didn’t inform consumers about prices in compliance with pricing regulations.
Mid-September, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Moravian-Silesian Region carried out an extraordinary inspection at the marketplace in the Šenovská Street in Ostrava-Radvanice. The inspection was carried out in cooperation with the Police of the Czech Republic, focusing on offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights as well as other legal regulations.
CTIA officers inspected 18 sellers at stands with textile, footwear, leather goods, drugstore products, household goods and food. Flaws were detected in all 18 cases – traders most frequently didn’t inform consumers about prices of products in compliance with pricing regulations (in 15 cases). In other 2 cases, the Act on Technical Requirement for Products was breached and in one case, the seller billed the purchase incorrectly. Sale, offer or storage of counterfeits wasn’t detected.
CTIA inspectors of the Moravian-Silesian Region imposed in total 17 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 34,000. Shortcomings will be subject to administrative proceedings in one case.
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
