Alcohol sold to youth at Brno Christmas markets
(Brno, January 3, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an extraordinary inspection at Christmas marketplaces, focusing on sale of alcohol to youth. Alcohol was sold to youth in all 9 cases.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian and Zlín Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection aimed at compliance with the Act No.  65/2016 Coll. on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs. This regulation imposes obligations on traders who shall not sell alcohol to persons under 18 years. The inspection took place in the city centre, namely at the markets at the following squares: Náměstí Svobody, Zelný trh, Dominikánské náměstí and Moravské náměstí.

Inspections were carried out at nine stands where two adolescent people carried out purchase of alcoholic beverages. They were sold spirits at all the inspected stands. 
Sellers breached provisions of section 11 par. 5 of the Act No. 65/2017 Coll. on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs. Administrative proceedings will be launched in all 9 cases. 
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
