Extraordinary inspection of traders in Chrudim
(Hradec Králové, February 12, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection in Chrudim. It carried out 24 inspections in shops and restaurants and detected almost 70% cases in which law was violated. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové Region and the Pardubice Region carried out inspections of services, retail network and public alimentation facilities in Chrudim. At the same time, 7 fuels samples were taken at 3 filling stations at this location.

16 infringements were found at 16 workplaces. In particular, it was a violation of the Act No. 634/92 Coll. on Consumer Protection, for example, when traders didn't inform consumers about the final price, used uncertified measuring instruments or offered counterfeited goods. In the consequence, CTIA inspectors took 17 pieces of products in the amount of originals amounting to CZK 10,800.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 12 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of CZK 18,500. Administrative proceedings will be launched with 4 inspected persons.

This extraordinary inspection was carried out in cooperation with the regional inspectorate of the Czech Environmental Inspectorate, the customs office of the Pardubice Region, and the Czech Metrology Institute.
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
