All inspected traders sold alcohol to youth in South Bohemia
(České Budějovice, March 23, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority repeatedly carried out an inspection aimed at sale of alcoholic beverages and cigarettes to the youth. A few days ago, in total four inspections were carried out – three in České Budějovice and one in Hrdějovice. An under-age figurant was sold either cigarettes or alcohol. 
Recent inspection results were the reasons to the repeated inspections. Previous inspections were carried out in relation to the end of the school winter semester and winter holidays. The Jihočeský and Vysočina Inspectorate of the Czech Trade inspection Authority carried out 6 inspections, including 4 in which youth were sold alcohol or cigarettes (i.e. 67%). Therefore the CTIA repeated the inspections and the results were even worse this time – violations of law were detected in 100% of cases.
Inspections were carried out also based on submissions from consumers. In all 4 cases, the CTIA detected breaches of the Act No. 65/2017 Coll. on the Health Protection against the Harmful Effects of Drugs, which prohibits traders from selling alcohol and cigarettes to persons under 18 years. Violations of law will be resolved in administrative proceedings and the vendors can be imposed fines up to CZK 1,000,000.
The following workplaces were inspected:

News stand (with newspapers and tobacco) – cigarettes were sold

Shop in České Budějovice – cigarettes were sold

Restaurant in České Budějovice – 2 pieces of beer cans were sold

Food store in České Budějovice – 1 bier can and cigarettes were sold 
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
