CTIA inspected remote mountain restaurant
(Ústí nad Labem, March 26, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority regularly carries out inspections at touristic locations. This time, officers of the Ústecký and Liberecký CTIA Inspectorate took skis and selected workplaces to be inspected in the area of Rokytnice nad Jizerou. They saw breaches of law in 6 of 7 inspections at chalets and buffets. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Ústí and Liberec Regions carried out inspections only on downhill and cross-country skis at workplaces of alimentation facilities in Rokytnice nad Jizerou in winter. CTIA inspectors selected chalets and mountain buffets in advance near the ski resorts Horní domky and Lysá hora. Inspectors also focused on the premises along the cross-country skiing trails in upper parts of Rokytnice nad Jizerou. 
CTIA officers carried out the total of 7 inspections and detected violations of legal obligations in 6 cases. The highest number of breaches concerned the Act on Consumer Protection – four workplaces didn’t use scales in compliance with the requirements. In two cases, certified glass wasn’t at disposal within sale of drinks and in two cases vendors didn’t inform about prices of sold products. 

In one case, a seller incorrectly billed purchased goods to the detriment of the consumer (by CZK 5) and in one case they breached information obligations when the required text on the prohibition to sell alcohol to persons under 18 years wasn’t visibly displayed. 
The detected violations of legal regulations will be resolved in administrative proceedings in all the cases.
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
