Easter sale with fines for CZK 35,000 in North Moravia
(Ostrava, April 10, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Olomouc and Moravian-Silesian Regions carried out an Easter inspection focused on sale of product and provision of services related to this holiday. It detected violations of law in 28 of 62 cases. Vendors most frequently breached the Act on Consumer Protection. Fines amounting to CZK 35,000 were imposed for the infringements.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Olomouc and Moravian-Silesian Regions carried out inspections in ordinary shops and in stands at Easter markets. Defects were detected in 28 of 62 cases (45.2%). Detected shortcomings mostly concerned failure to issue a bill of purchase of products with all required information, insufficient information about prices of offered products in compliance with pricing regulations, sold products weren’t labelled with required information, sellers billed inspection purchases to the detriment of consumers, and traders also used uncertified measuring instruments. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 25 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of CZK 35,000. Defects found at 3 workplaces will be dealt with in administrative proceedings. Further, CTIA imposed prohibition of sale of 91 items of products in the total value of CZK 8,974 and prohibited further use of 3 items of scales without valid certification until remedy is made. 
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
