CTIA detected more than 55% violations of law in Ústí nad Orlicí


(Hradec Králové, April 17, 2017) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions together with the Czech Environmental Inspectorate of Hradec Králové carried out a common inspection in Ústí nad Orlicí. Officers focused on retail network and services and carried out 18 inspections in total. Breaches of legal regulations were found at 10 workplaces. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected services and the retail network, including public alimentation facilities, in Ústí nad Orlicí. They also took 5 fuel samples at 2 filling stations.

CTIA carried out 18 inspections in retail shops and restaurants in total. At 10 workplaces, they detected breaches of legal regulations (55.5%), especially the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection when vendors most frequently didn’t inform consumers about the final price, breached information obligations, provided wrong information about the extent, conditions and way of claims, and they also offered and sold counterfeits. 

Sampled fuels met the quality requirements. 

Within the inspection, CTIA imposed 4 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 4,500 in total, and in 6 cases administrative proceedings will start with the inspected persons. Inspectors also imposed prohibition on sale of certain items of products with Easter motives as well as other goods, for example footwear and textile. 10 counterfeits of the Burberry trademark in the value of originals amounting to CZK 46,500 were also collected.
