100 % sellers breached law at Šenovská burza in Ostrava
(Ostrava, April 24, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Olomouc and Moravian-Silesian Regions in cooperation with the Customs Office of the Moravian-Silesian Region carried out an inspection focused among others on compliance with law on intellectual property rights. Inspections were carried out in 15 stands of the marketplace and shortcomings were detected in all cases.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Olomouc and Moravian-Silesian Regions in cooperation with the Customs Office of the Moravian-Silesian Region carried out an inspection of 15 sellers of textile products, footwear, bijouterie, household goods, leather goods, drugstore goods and food. The products were offered in stands. 

CTIA found deficiencies in all 15 cases. In 13 cases sellers didn’t inform consumers about prices of products in the sales offer in compliance with pricing regulations. In 2 cases sellers didn’t ensure that leather and textile products were labelled with the required data and in one case the Customs Office took textile products illegally labelled with the Burberry trademark, in the total value amounting to CZK 220,000.
CTIA imposed 15 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of CZK 43,500 for the detected flaws. It also prohibited further sale of products non-compliant with special legal regulations, in the total value of CZK 1,200. The Customs Office of the Moravian-Silesian Region will impose fines for the sale and storage of products illegally marked with the Burberry trademark.
