Extraordinary inspection in Jaroměř – 60% vendors breached law
(Hradec Králové, May 15, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection aiming at shops, services, restaurants, and filling stations in the area of the town of Jaroměř, East Bohemia. It found breaches of law in 13 of 22 inspections. The Act on Consumer Protection was breached most frequently. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection in order to inspect compliance with legal regulations within services, shops and workplaces of public alimentation in Jaroměř. It also took 9 fuel samples at 5 filling stations.
Employees of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out in total 22 inspections and detected violations of legal regulations at 13 workplaces. The breaches related above all to the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection, and the Act No. 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products. Inspectors saw 59.1% of breaches of law. Vendors most frequently didn’t inform consumers about the valid final price before negotiations about the purchase, didn’t inform consumers about prices of packaged food products and billed incorrectly. Sale of counterfeits of CHANEL and BURBERRY LIMITED products in the value of originals amounting to CZK 53,000.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 11 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of CZK 21,500. In two cases, administrative proceedings will start with inspected persons. Furthermore, CTIA took 7 items of counterfeits and imposed prohibition to sell 19 items of products in the value of CZK 7,849. Inspectors also imposed prohibition to use 4 uncertified scaled until remedy is made.
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
