Alcohol sold to youth also on May 1 

(České Budějovice, May 16, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection focused on compliance with the prohibition to sell alcoholic beverages to minors. Alcohol was served to persons under 18 years, and law was breached, within all 3 inspections. 

CTIA officers of the Couth Bohemian and Vysočina Regions used the holiday to inspect compliance with the prohibition to sell alcohol to adolescents. They used a figurant under 18 years and carried out inspections in the border region. On May 1, 2018, they carried out an extraordinary inspection in Vyšší Brod where persons under 18 years tried to buy alcoholic beverages. In all 3 cases alcohol was sold to them. The drink in question was beer. The required text alerting about the prohibition to sell alcoholic beverages to persons under 18 years was displayed at no of the workplaces although alcoholic beverages were sold there. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority will start administrative proceedings with the inspected entities. A fine amounting up to 1 million Czech crowns could be imposed.
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
