Counterfeits for almost 1 million were taken by CTIA at marketplace in Vyšší Brod

 

(České Budějovice, June 8, 2018) Czech Trade Inspection Authority regularly inspects the sale of goods offered by sellers at marketplaces. In some cases, traders violate intellectual property rights and offer counterfeits. CTIA inspectors of the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions focused on the marketplace in Vyšší Brod, where they carried out an extraordinary inspection and collected 325 counterfeits in the value of CZK 879,050.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian Region and the Vysočina Region carried out an extraordinary inspection in cooperation with the Alien Police at the marketplace in Vyšší Brod. It took the total of 325 pieces of counterfeits in the value of originals CZK 879,050. These were mostly counterfeited textile products and other goods such as handbags, watches, glasses and construction kits labelled with the following trademarks: Louis Vuitton, Michael Kors, Gucci, Prada, MCM, GUESS, CHANNEL, Lacoste, BMW, Camp David, Amstaff and Gas Monkey Garage, and LEGO.

Counterfeited goods were found in one case inside an open stand at the marketplace. In the other three cases, the particular products were located in front of the stands. At present, owners are not known and the investigation of their identification data will be subject to further inspection. Consequently, sanctions of up to CZK 5 million may be imposed for violating the Act on Consumer Protection, the section governing the prohibition of offering, selling and storing products infringing certain intellectual property rights.

Some suitable goods will also be offered for humanitarian purposes.
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
