Garden shops don’t cheat consumers in North Bohemia
(Ústí nad Labem, May 29, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Ústí nad Labem and Liberec Regions carried out inspections focused on horticulture. Compared to previous years, vendors have complied with the obligations governed by the Act on Consumer Protection in most cases. They properly marked plants and cultivars with the necessary information. The consumer has also been informed about how to care for the plants and other issues.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Ústí nad Labem Region and the Liberec Region carried out two inspections focused on compliance with the Act on Consumer Protection in the area of gardening. In particular, its officers inspected the annual plants, perennial plants and trees because there are frequent vendors’ mistakes relating to information obligations.
Inspections showed that sellers are more responsible than in the previous years. They properly mark the plants and cultivars with product names as well as botanic names or a Czech analogy, and display other required information according to the product type. Consumer was informed about the necessary care for particular plants, habitat, size in adulthood, watering as well as the time and colour of the flowering. 

With regard to the fact that the sale of gardening goods lasts, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority will continue in its inspections, with the special focus on stand sale of cultivars and seedling at marketplaces and garden centres.  
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
