Most traders sold alcohol to minors near schools 
(Prague, June 4, 2018) In the last days of May, inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Central Bohemian Region and the Capital of Prague, carried out inspections aimed at selling alcoholic beverages to persons under 18 years of age. Alcohol was sold to figurants in 7 of 12 inspections.

Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Central Bohemia Region and the Capital of Prague carried out inspections on May 25, 26, 28, and 30. In accordance with Section 30 (4) of the Act. No 65/2017 Coll., on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs, inspections were carried out at all 12 workplaces by persons under 18 years of age. The figurants were boys and girls at the age of 16, to who alcohol was sold in the total of 7 cases, and even “hard” alcohol in 5 cases.

This happened near the following elementary schools:

· Grocery store in Prague 1 – sale of twice 0.2 l of vodka Blend 42 was proven (42% of alcohol);
· Grocery store in Prague 10 – sale of 0.5 l of Božkov tradiční was proven (35% of alcohol);
· Restaurant in Říčany u Prahy – sale of 0.5 l of drought beer Pilsner Urquell 12 was proven;
· Hypermarket in Prague 4 – sale of 0.5 l of vodka Amundsen was proven (37.5% of alcohol);
· Another hypermarket in Prague 4 – sale of 0.5 l of Tuzemák Královská palírna was proven (37.5% of alcohol);
· Wine shop in Prague–Stodůlky, sale of 0.75 l of wine Tramín Maděřič was proven (13% of alcohol); 

· Grocery store in in Prague–Stodůlky, sale of 75cl of wine Merlot Villa Arfanta was proven (12% of alcohol).
Administrative proceedings will start with the inspected companies for violations of the Act No. 65/2017 Coll. on the Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs, and it will be decided about the amount of fines.
At all the workplaces, the inspection also focused on the fulfilment of vendors’ obligations to place a clearly visible text for the consumer on the prohibition to sell such goods to persons under 18 years of age, at points of sale of tobacco products, smoking aids, herbal products intended for smoking, and electronic cigarettes. At all workplaces, consumers were informed about the respective ban to sell tobacco products and alcoholic beverages. On the basis of the inspections, it is clear that only the written information is not sufficient to prevent the sale of alcoholic beverages to persons under 18 years of age.
Other shortcomings were detected at 2 workplaces where sellers didn’t inform consumers properly about the prices of sold products.
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
