Each inspected seller breached law at the half-marathon in České Budějovice  
(České Budějovice, July 7, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian and the Vysočina Regions focused on services provided during the 7th year of the Mattoni 1/2Marathon held in České Budějovice at the start of June. The CTIA carried out 7 inspections and detected a violation of law in all cases.
On June 2, 2018, the 7th year of the Mattoni 1/2Marathon was held in České Budějovice. The event is always connected with an increased number of visitors to the centre of the South Bohemian metropolis. In the consequence, the Jihočeský and Vysočina Inspectorate of the CTIA carried out an extraordinary inspection aimed namely at the level of sale of goods and provision of services. The inspections were primarily focused on the services provided by the front gardens of hotels and restaurants at the Square of Přemysl Otakar II.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 7 inspections and detected violations in all seven cases. It was mostly a violation of the principles of fairness of selling. The identified shortcomings resulted in on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of CZK 20,500.
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
