Vysočina and South Bohemia: Vendors sold mainly counterfeits at fairs
(České Budějovice, June 14, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian and Vysočina regions carried out an extraordinary inspection at fairs. CTIA officers carried out ten inspections in Ždár nad Sázavou and Chýnov. In all the ten cases, sellers did not abide by the law. The most frequent violation was offering and selling counterfeited goods. The inspectors collected 375 items of counterfeits in the value of CZK 205,657.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian Region and the Vysočina Region carried out extraordinary inspections during holidays, having aimed at vendors’ compliance with requirements at fairs. The inspection took place in Žďár nad Sázavou and Chýnov, where inspectors carried out 10 inspections. In all ten cases, they found violations of the Act on Consumer Protection and one infringement of the Act on Technical Requirements for Products. 

Most frequent violation was the offer and sale of counterfeited goods. A total of 375 counterfeits in the value of CZK 205,657, as calculated in the prices of originals, were taken within five inspections. Specifically, these were toys marked with the trademarks Pokémon, Sponge Bob, Minions, LEGO, ANGRY BIRDS, and DISNEY FROZEN. Further, the inspection findings included T-shirts and sweatshirts with the following trademarks: Minecraft, Monster Energy, Gas monkey Garage, Jack Daniel's Old No 7 BRAND, and Pokémon. In one case, there was a violation of the law on technical requirements for products. Specifically, a ban on the distribution of two types of toys in the total value of CZK 8,860 was imposed. In two cases, breaches of information obligations regarding sold products was detected within the inspection. CTIA Officers also banned the sale of the total of 26 items of products amounting to CZK 6,145 until the remedy would be made. Furthermore, in two cases, it was found that the seller didn’t issue any bill of purchase of the sold product based on consumer's request. In one case, the seller didn’t properly inform about the price of a product, and in one case the vendor didn’t have certified scales.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed four on- the-spot fines amounting to the total of CZK 6,000. Further violations will be dealt with in administrative proceedings.
