CTIA reports further improvement of fuels quality 
(Praha, July 27, 2018) Based on results of laboratory tests of sampled fuels in the first half of 2018, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority found out that the quality of fuels slightly improved in comparison with the first half of 2017. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority evaluated the quality of fuels in the first half of 2018 and found out that there was a slight improvement from 1.3% to 1.1% of noncompliant samples in comparison with the first half of 2017.
Decrease of the noncompliant samples was seen in collected and inspected samples of automotive petrol (from 1.9% to 1.8%), diesel from 1.1% to 0.9, and Ethanol E85 from 20.0% to 0.0%. Collected and inspected CNG and LPG samples stayed on the same level (both 0.0%). Following the trends in the market with fuels, CTIA didn’t manage to collect samples of diesel fuel blend and FAME. 

In the first half of 2018, content of fatty acid methyl ester was inspected within 637 diesel samples in the monitored period. Ethanol content was inspected within 496 petrol samples. Laboratory analysis showed that the upper acceptable limit of the content of organic ingredients wasn’t exceeded within the monitored motor fuels.
In the first half of 2018, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority prohibited sale of fuels in 7 cases because they failed the requirements for quality and composition as governed by the implementing legal regulation, special legal regulations and Czech technical standards. The measure was imposed on the total of 81,394.34 litres of fuels in the total value of CZK 2,707,615.20; namely: 74,375.20 litres of BA 95 Super in the value of 2,492,510.74, and 7,019.14 litres of diesel in the value of CZK 215,104.46.
