Inspections in South Moravia proved sale of alcohol to minors
(Brno, August 6, 2018) The Czech trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian Region and the Zlín Region carried out an extraordinary inspection aimed at sale of alcoholic beverages to minors in restaurants and bars. There were violations at 6 of 18 inspected workplaces.

In July 2017, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an extraordinary inspection of compliance with the Act No. 65/2016 Coll. on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs. The inspection was carried out in restaurants and bars in the city centre of Zlín and various parts of Brno. 3 minors were used as figurants to order an alcoholic drink (beer) at 8 workplaces. Beer was sold to them in 2 cases. Te other inspections were carried out in Brno. In 2 of 10 inspected workplaces, vendors sold alcohol (beer) to the minor figurants. 

In four cases, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian and Zlín Regions will launch administrative proceedings regarding breaches of the provision of section 11, par. 5, of the Act No. 65/2017 Coll. on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs, and in two cases the proceedings will reflect breaches of the Act on Consumer Protection. It is possible to impose a fine of up to CZK 1,000,000.
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
