Fairness vanished in the Ore Mountains
(Ústí nad Labem, August 21, 2018) The Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Ústí nad Labem and the Liberec Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection aimed at touristic places in the Ore Mountains. Out of 15 inspections, flaws were found in 11 cases, which represented more than 70%. 
The CTIA Inspectorate of the Ústí nad Labem and the Liberec Regions carried out an extraordinary two-days inspection aimed at compliance with the Act on Consumer Protection No. 634/1992 Coll. Inspections were carried out in the Ore Mountains area in the touristy popular sites. The CTIA officers aimed at grocery stores and food shops, which provide catering services in Cínovec, Mníšek, Český Jiřetín, and Klíny. 
CTIA found deficiencies in 11 of 15 inspections, i.e. more than 70%. In 7 cases, consumers were not informed of the price of the products sold. A grocery store seller didn’t display prices of vast majority of the goods offered. In 5 cases, uncertified scales were used within sale, and in 4 cases vendors had no certified draft glass. CTIA officers found incorrect accounting in case of a seller who charged 40 CZK for served white wine, which was CZK 1 to the detriment of the consumer, since the indicated price of the drink was 39 CZK.

All inspections will be submitted for administrative procedure, where, among other things, it will be decided about the amount of the fine.
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
