3 of 4 inspected vendors breached law in Lanškroun
(Hradec Králové, October 25, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and the Pardubice Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection action aimed at compliance with law in the retail network, restaurants and at filling stations. Breaches of legal regulations were detected in 15 of 20 inspections.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and the Pardubice Regions carried out 20 inspections in Lanškroun, focusing on the retail network, restaurants and filling stations. It discovered breaches of legal regulations in 15 cases. The violations mainly concerned the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. On Consumer Protection and the Act No. 65/2017 Coll. on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs. CTIA saw detriment to the consumer in 75 % of all inspected entities. 
Vendors most frequently infringed the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection – vendors didn’t fulfil their information obligations, e.g. consisting of important information about products in writing (the information wasn’t in Czech or prices of products were completely missing). Traders also didn’t provide the information about the extent and conditions of claims, didn’t issue any bill of purchase based on consumer’s request or didn’t use certified measuring instruments. Inspectors also detected the sale and offer of counterfeits and took 5 pairs of Adidas shoes in the value of originals amounting to CZK 7,500. In one case, the Act No 65/2017 Coll. was breached when the seller didn’t visibly display the information about the prohibition to sell alcoholic beverages to persons under 18 years. 
CTIA also took 7 fuel samples at 4 filling stations. The analysis showed no defects.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and the Pardubice Regions imposed prohibition on sale of 33 items of products in the total value of CZK 2,807 based on the detected infringements. It also imposed 14 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 15,000 and will start administrative procedure with another person within the scope of the CTIA. Prohibition to use an uncertified measuring instrument was imposed until remedy is made.
