Check prices when purchasing fuel wood

(Prague, November 2, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority also focuses on the observance of the legal obligations of economic operators who place timber and timber products on the domestic market. Inspectors carried out 70 inspections of sale of firewood and found violations of law in 19 cases. Due to the fact that the heating season has already started in some Czech households and the experience from the inspections showed that sellers most often breached the pricing regulations, the CTIA recommends to check the price which has to be indicated visibly by the trader, including VAT, within the sale of fuel wood.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority focused on compliance with the obligations of operators placing timber and timber products on the market (Article 5 of Regulation (EU) No 995/2010 of the European Parliament and of the Council). The CTIA carried out 70 inspections aimed at selling chipped wood fuel. Most traders violated the Act on Consumer Protection No. 634/1992 Coll. The seller didn’t inform the consumer about the price in accordance with the pricing regulations not having clearly marked the product with the price or not having made available the price information about the products or services otherwise (Section 12). Another frequent shortcoming was that sellers didn’t ensure that the products sold were clearly and visibly marked (section 10 (1), (3) and (4)) or displayed the final prices without VAT.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority lawfully imposed 19 fines amounting to the total of CZK 43,000 for the detected breaches. 

Data published in this press release are based on inspections carried out within the last two months of 2017. Inspectors launched inspections of timber and timber products also this year. 
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
