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Sale of good also with flaws on All Souls’ Day
(Ostrava, November 13, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority annually carries out inspections focused on sale of products and provision of services relating to the All Soul’s Day. This year, the CTIA Inspectorate of the Olomouc Region and Moravian-Silesian Region carried out 100 inspections, including 50 in which it detected violations of law. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Olomouc Region and Moravian-Silesian Region carried out 100 inspections relating to the All Souls’ Day. The focus was on compliance with the Act on Consumer protection within the sale of goods and provision of services. The relatively high number of inspections stemmed from the bad experience of previous years when shortcomings were seen about 50% of cases. 
The inspection was carried out in both ordinary shops and stands in front of cemeteries. “There was no improvement this year. The number of detected flaws reached 50% again. They most frequently concerned the absence of information about the use of products and dangers stemming from their incorrect use, especially relating to wraths and other products with candles,” said Boris Stabrin, the Director of the regional CTIA inspectorate. Vendors also didn’t issue the required bill of purchase with all necessary data or failed to inform consumers about the price of sold products in compliance with prising regulations. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 44 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 79,500. Defects detected at 5 workplaces are subject to administrative procedures. CTIA also imposed a ban on the sale of 768 items of products amounting to the total of CZK 62,553.  
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
