South Moravian CTIA inspected sale of alcohol and cigarettes
(Brno, October 24, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian and Zlín Region carried out an extraordinary inspection focused on sale of alcohol and tobacco to juveniles in the centre of Brno and Uherské Hradiště. Nine vendors sold alcoholic beverages or tobacco products to persons under 18 years. 
The regional CTIA Inspectorate of the South Moravian Region and Zlín Region carried out a two-days inspection focused on compliance with the Act No. 65/2016 Coll. on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs. The inspection was carried out with the use of figurants at 13 workplaces in Brno and Uherské Hradiště. 
CTIA carried out 9 inspections in Brno. Two were at two shops with tobacco products and one in a food store. Violations of law were detected in 2 cases. Other four inspections were carried out by inspectors with adolescent figurants in restaurants. In two cases, the waiters asked for IDs. After juveniles showed them, waiters refused to sell them any alcoholic beverage. In another case, the waiter asked for an ID, but sold alcoholic beverages to the adolescents – probably due to a calculation mistake. In a restaurant located in the very centre of Brno, the restaurant owner sold alcoholic beverages to juveniles without having checked their age or having asked them about their age. In addition, this entrepreneur breached the prohibition to sell alcoholic beverages to persons under 18 years for the second time during two months – even though after the first inspection, they published the picture of a figurant on Facebook and threatened them. 
Other inspections were carried out in Uherské Hradiště. Youth figurants together with inspectors carried out inspection orders of alcoholic beverages in selected restaurants. Alcohol was sold to juveniles at 5 of 6 inspected workplaces. Beer was ordered in all cases.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian Region and Zlín Region detected that in 9 cases vendors breached the Act prohibiting them from selling alcoholic beverages to juveniles (section 11 par. 5, and section 3 par 4 of the Act No. 65/2017 Coll. on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs). In two cases in which sale of cigarettes to juveniles was detected, findings will be transferred to the municipality office of a Brno city district. Administrative proceedings will be launched in 7 cases.
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
