Precursors of explosives under detailed surveillance
(Praha, October 26, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority regularly monitors whether chemical substances from which illegal explosives can be made are freely available in the Czech market. In the second quarter of 2018, CTIA carried out 64 inspections and detected violations of legal regulations in 16 cases. “Precursors of explosives are considered very risky substances to which increased attention is paid by the European Commission. This results in proposals revising the European legislation which shall make the availability of explosives precursors much more limited especially to persons from the wide public. It is a European legislation priority, so the CTIA will also pay due attention to the matter,” said Mojmír Bezecný, the Director General of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority. 
Within the inspection of precursors of explosives, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority focused on compliance with the requirements of the Act No. 259/2014 on Explosives Precursors, as well as the Regulation of the Parliament and of the Council 98/2013 on the marketing and use of explosives precursors. Compliance with other legal regulations was also subject to the inspection of explosives precursors. 
From April 1 to June 30, 2018, CTIA carried out 64 inspections in total, including 16 within which violations of law were detected. That represented 25.0% of all inspections. The Act on Explosives Precursors was breached in 7 cases.

Detected flaws
Act No. 259/2014 Coll. On Explosives Precursors was breached in the following 7 cases:

· In 5 cases, it was a breach of the provision of section 2 par. 1 letter b) of the Act No. 259/2014 Coll. that states that explosives precursors fall under limitations and can be made available or can be held or used by persons from the wide public in cases specified in Article 4 par. 3 of the Regulation 98/2013 of the European Parliament and of the Council, and only based of registration;
· In 1 case, the provision of section 6 par. 1 letter b) was breached when a commercial entity that makes explosives precursors that fall under restrictions available to the wide public didn’t check the certification validity (Article 4 par. 6 and 7 of the Regulation of the Parliament and of the Council No. 98/2013), with the exception of explosives on which registration obligation applies;
· In 1 case, the provision of section 8 par 3 of the Act No. 259/2014 Coll. was breached. This provision states that a commercial entity deals with data in the extent and way stipulated in Art. 8 par 2 and 4 of the Regulation of the Parliament and of the Council No. 98/2013, which is e.g. name, address, ID number, date and place of transaction etc.
Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection was breached in 14 cases:

· In 3 cases, vendors didn’t inform consumers in compliance with pricing regulations, for example didn’t clearly display the product price and didn’t make available in another way the information about the product price (section 12);
· In 2 cases, the provision governing the fairness of sale of products was breached (section 3 par 1);
· In 2 cases, sellers didn’t properly inform consumers about the extent, conditions and way of exercising claims, including the information where to make the claim (section 13);
· In 2 cases, vendors breached the prohibition to offer, sell and store products infringing certain intellectual property rights as well as illegal use of protected trademarks as governed by a special legal regulation (section 8);
· In 2 cases, no bill of purchase was issued based on consumer’s request (section 16 par 1);
· In 1 case, deceptive commercial practices were detected (section 4 par. 4 in the consequence of section 5 par. 1);
· In 1 case, seller didn’t ensure that information in writing about the product were provided in Czech (section 11);
· In 1 case, consumer wasn’t informed about the alternative dispute resolution body (section 14 par. 1);
Imposed measures 

In the second quarter of 2018, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed in total 27 fines amounting to CZK 153,000 for the above mentioned breaches of legal regulations. 
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
