Alcohol was sold to adolescents before Christmas
(Hradec Králové, January 10, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority saw increased number of cases of sale of alcohol to adolescents. Before Christmas it saw a high number of breaches of the prohibition to sell alcohol to persons under 18 years, namely alcoholic beverages were sold to adolescents within 12 of 17 inspections. It was mostly hard alcohol and wine. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové Region and Pardubice Region carried out in total 17 inspections from December 20 to December 28, 2018, focusing on the sale of alcoholic beverages to persons under 18 years. The inspected workplaces were randomly selected grocery stores, news-stands, filling stations, chain stores, and a sweet-shop. The timing of the inspections was intentionally scheduled for the end of the year and inspections were carried out in the afternoons and evenings. Inspection purchases were carried out by persons under 18 years, namely in the age of 15 and 16, and alcoholic beverages were sold to them in 12 cases, namely for example red wine with 12% of alcohol, as well as Fernet 30%, Božkov Original 0,5 l 37.5%, and vodka NORDIC 37,5%.
