Sale of alcohol to javelins in Ústí Region
(Ústí nad Labem, December 28, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an extraordinary inspection focused on the prohibition to sell alcohol to adolescents. Three inspections with figurants were carried out and alcohol was sold to youth in all cases. 

CTIA carried out the inspections, using adolescent figurants, at three workplaces, namely a supermarket, a restaurant, and a grocery store. Alcoholic beverages were sold to adolescents in all cases. In addition, in one case, the seller didn’t issue any bill of purchase of products. 
„Administrative proceedings will be launched with the inspected persons based on the breaches of the provision of the Act No. 65/2017 Coll. on Health protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs. The amount of a fine can reach CZK 1,000,000,” said Renata Linhartová, the Director of the CTIA Inspectorate. 
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
