„Junks“ move away from presentation sales events
(Prague, January 2, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority monitors the offer and sale of products within sales presentation events. Inspection results show that the number of classis presentation sales events decreases. In the third quarter of 2018, CTIA carried out 16 inspections and found breaches of legal regulations in 3 cases. It is almost half of the ratio of findings within the second quarter of this year. 
From July 1 to September 30, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out in total 16 inspections and detected violations of generally binding legal regulations in 3 cases, i.e. 18.8%. The ratio of findings decreased almost by 10% in comparison with the second quarter when the ratio was 28.6%. 

The aim of the action was the uncovering of the use of prohibited unfair commercial practices, including aggressive commercial practices, as well as the inspection of compliance with the required announcement obligations relating to the organization of the events.

Detected breaches and imposed sanctions
Infringements of the Act No. 634/1992 on Consumer Protection: 

· In 4 cases, announcement obligations were not fulfilled – vendors didn’t announce the organization of such events to the Czech Trade Inspection Authority at least 10 working days before it was held (section 2 par. 1 and section 20 par. 3 of the Act);
· In 1 case, organizers failed the obligation to announce in the invitations all required information, including the address where the event was to be held, date and the schedule of the event, identification of offered products or services, name, seat and business registration number of the person who organized the event or their representative (section 20a).
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 2 fines amounting to CZK 112,000 based on the findings of breaches of legal regulations in the 3rd quarter of 2018. 
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
