CTIA: Half of inspected vendors within HAD breached law
(Prague, January 29, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority took part in the national inspection called HAD (Czech initials for gambling, alcohol and children). It showed up that vendors still don’t comply with the Act on Consumer Protection and also breach the prohibition to sell alcohol to persons under 18 years. “Our experience so far has shown that participation of juveniles within the inspections increases their effectiveness,” said Mojmír Bezecný, the Director General of the CTIA about the new element used within inspections. “We suppose that it is also a useful tool for a more effective fight against alcoholism and addiction among children and youth in the Czech Republic which contributes to the general awareness of the harmfulness of addictive substances among juvenile groups,” he added.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out in total 178 inspections within which inspectors found violations of law in 94 cases, which represented 53%. In 25 cases, a person under 18 years participated in the inspections.

The Act No. 634/1992 on Consumer Protection were breaches most frequently:

· In 48 cases, principles of fair selling were breached (section 3);
· In 19 cases, the consumer wasn’t informed about the prices of offered product (section 12);
· In 15 cases, the bill of purchase of a product wasn’t issued or it didn’t contain required information (section 16).    

Violations of the Act No. 65/2017 Coll. on Health Protection against the Harmful Effects of Drugs were as follows:  
· In 5 cases, provision of section 5 par. 2 was breached; seller of tobacco products and similar goods didn’t visibly display a text about the prohibition to sell such products to persons under 18 years at spots where these goods are sold;
· In 15 cases, an alcoholic beverage was sold or served to a person under 18 years (section 11 par 5);
· In 8 cases, sellers of alcoholic beverages didn’t visibly display a text about the prohibition to sell alcoholic beverages to persons under 18 years (section 13 par. 1).
In one case, the vendor didn’t provide cooperation within the execution of the inspection, breaching section 10 par. 2 of the Act No. 255/2012 Coll. on Inspection. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority will decide about the amount of the fine. 
Cooperation with juvenile figurants and other authorities
Within the inspection, cooperation with other inspection bodies was used, mainly with the Police of the Czech Republic who organized and coordinated the whole inspection. Juvenile figurants played a very important part within the inspection because thanks to them it was possible to inspect compliance with the prohibition to sell alcoholic beverages and tobacco products to persons under 18 years. They participated in 25 inspections. 
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
