CTIA took four noncompliant fuel samples in February
(Prague, March 28, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority kept inspecting the fuel quality and took 212 samples in February. Four fuel samples failed to meet the quality requirements. Compared to January 2019, quality deterioration in February 2019 was seen from 0.4% to 1.9% as regards non-compliant samples. Prohibition on sale was imposed on 4,260 litres of fuel in the value amounting to 139,695 Czech crowns. 

In February 2019, CTIA inspectors collected 212 fuel samples at filling stations throughout the Czech Republic. Four of the total number of the collected fuel samples didn’t comply with the specified quality requirements, representing 1.9% of non-compliant samples.
The aim of the CTIA monitoring was to inspect and monitor the quality of automotive petrol, diesel, LPG, CNG, and Ethanol E85. The inspection which was carried out in the form of sampling and laboratory analyses. Compliance with Section 3 (1) of Act No. 311/2006 Coll., on Fuels and Filling Stations was inspected. Laboratory analyses of the inspected fuel samples showed deviations from the quality standards in three samples of diesel and one sample of Ethanol E85.
Compared to January 2019, the quality of diesel fuel samples worsened from 0.9% to 2.8% in February 2019. One collected and inspected sample of Ethanol 85 was assessed as unsatisfactory (i.e. 100%). 

In the overall assessment and comparison of the quality of the collected fuel samples in February 2019 in comparison to January 2019, deterioration was seen from 0.4% to 1.9% as regards the number of unsatisfactory samples.

Diesel 
In February 2019, a total of 106 diesel samples were taken and inspected by the Czech Trade Inspection Authority. 3 of these samples didn’t meet the quality requirements of the applicable technical standard. These samples didn’t comply with the quality parameter "flash point." The measured values of this quality parameter were 28.5°C, 40.5°C, and 52.0°C while the minimum value is 53.0°C when the measurement uncertainty is taken into account. The other inspected and analysed diesel fuel samples complied with the quality parameters set by the technical standard ČSN EN 590 + A1: 2018 - Motor fuels - Diesel fuels - Technical Requirements and Test Methods.
Ethanol E85

In February 2019, one sample of this fuel type was taken and inspected by the Czech Trade Inspection Authority. The collected and inspected sample didn’t comply with the limit values of ČSN P CEN/TS 15293 - Motor Fuels - Ethanol E85 - Technical Requirements and Test Methods, within the tested indicator “vapour pressure”. The laboratory analyses measured the value 45.0 kPa, while the minimal value is 49.1 kPa and the maximum value is 80.9 kPa, when the measurement uncertainty is taken into account. 

Organic fuels in fuels 

In the monitored period, the content of fatty acid methyl ester was inspected in 106 diesel samples. Ethanol content was inspected in 84 automotive petrol samples. Laboratory analysis showed no violation of the upper acceptable limit of organic ingredients in the collected samples of this monitored type of automotive fuels.
Action taken 

In February 2019, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a ban on the sale of fuels in three cases because the samples didn’t meet the requirements for quality and composition as laid down in the implementing legislation, special legal regulations and the Czech technical standards. The measure was imposed on 4,260.17 litres of fuel in the value amounting to CZK 139,694.77.
