CTIA inspected restaurants and shops in Dobruška and Opočno
(Hradec Králové, April 4, 2019) In mid-March, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an extraordinary inspection of the retail network and public alimentation establishments in Dobruška and Opočno. It carried out 23 inspections and found violations at 11 workplaces. Traders most often didn’t comply with the Act on Consumer Protection. 
Another extraordinary joint inspection of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions focused on the services offered, the commercial network and public catering establishments was carried out in cooperation with the Customs Office for the Pardubice Region and the Czech Environmental Inspectorate - Regional Inspectorate in Hradec Králové in Dobruška and Opočno. In this area, inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority also carried out sampling of fuel at three filling stations. The analysis of the samples revealed no shortcomings, so all of them complied with the quality parameters. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority's employees found breaches of legal regulations that at 11 workplaces (47.8% of the inspected entities). In particular, it was a violation of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, where, for example, in one case the trader was billing incorrectly, in 2 cases the consumer wasn’t allowed to check the quantity of sold beverages; conditions and the way of exercising the right from defective performance - claim (§ 13), in 3 cases the consumer wasn’t informed about the final valid price before the purchase or eventually wasn’t informed about specific prices for packaged food products (§ 12), in 1 case the seller issued a document of purchase of a product without required information (§ 16/1) and so forth.

The inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority also saw the sale and offer of products infringing certain intellectual property rights (Section 8). They secured 33 pieces of products worth CZK 130 493. These were 11 types of Burberry, Salomon, Asics, and Chanel trademarks. These inspections haven’t been concluded yet, and administrative proceedings will be initiated with the three inspected entities.

Another violation of law related to the Act No. 65/2017 Coll., on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs, when the seller didn’t visibly prohibit the sale of alcoholic beverages to persons under 18 (Section 13 (1) of the Act). Furthermore, the Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products was breached, when two measures were imposed for good making of the defects in a certain time period, and the inspections haven’t ended yet. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions imposed 8 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 10,000. In one case, a ban on the use of an uncertified length measuring instrument was issued.
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
