CTIA took more than 1,000 counterfeited products in Vyšší Brod
(České Budějovice, April 9, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemia and Vysočina Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection within which it took 1,046 items of counterfeits in the value amounting to CZK 7,156,610 when calculated in the prices of originals. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection at the marketplace in Vyšší Brod. In cooperation with the Alien Police and the Vyšší Brod Metropolitan Police it focused on the offer and sale of counterfeited products. CTIA officers, together with an invited person, used their authorizations and opened two storages used as the back office of sale stands because their owners didn’t provide access after being requested to do so. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority collected in total 1,045 items of counterfeits amounting to CZK 7,156,610 when calculated in the prices of originals. They were mostly textile products, mainly T-shorts, tracksuits, sweatshirts, jackets, shorts, caps, and scarfs. The other collected items were handbags, belts and wallets. The counterfeited goods was marked and labelled with the following trademarks: Adidas, Nike, Gucci, Burberry, Louis Vuitton, Lacoste, Chanel, Michael Kors, Prada, Tommy Hilfiger, Levi's, and Calvin Klein. 

At present, the CTIA carries out identification of the owners of the storages who can be imposed fines amounting up to CZK 5 million for the breaches of the Act on Consumer Protection. Selected products will be used for humanitarian purposes. 
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
