Riding helmets must meet safety requirements

(Prague, April 29, 2019) Last year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected the equipment for horse riders. Specifically, they products in question were riding helmets that must meet the technical requirements in order to reduce the risk of injury to their user's head in the event of a fall from a horse. CTIA officers inspected the total of 29 products and found deficiencies within 10 product types. These were administrative errors such as missing instructions for use, warnings or safety instructions in the Czech language.

Last year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out inspections focused on riding helmets for horse riding. CTIA officers inspected the fulfilment of obligations stipulated by the Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products, and the Government Order No. 21/2003 Coll., which lays down technical requirements for personal protective equipment.
The aim of the inspection was to verify whether the inspected products meet the technical requirements of the above-mentioned legal regulations and to preventively influence distributors in order to remedy any shortcomings and thus prevent dangerous injuries.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected the obligatory information in the accompanying documentation in case of 29 types of riding helmets and found out that 10 types were not accompanied by any instructions for use, warnings or safety instructions in the Czech language. In order to protect the user from the possible risks of incorrect use of the riding helmet, the CTIA banned 34 items (10 types) of riding helmets in the total value amounting to CZK 135,090. This measure concerned 4 distributors for the time period necessary to perform the inspection. All economic operators have remedied the shortcomings.
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
