Toy dangerous to kids and the environment
(Prague, May 9, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority continuously monitors the offer and sale of products that may be unsafe for small children. This time, it found out that the battery powered piano “Animal World” is in the internal market and can be risky not only to the smallest consumers but also to the environment.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority found out that traders in the national market offer and sell a plastic electric toy - a battery-powered piano, which emits animal sounds or plays simple melodies after pressing the respective buttons. The toy is powered by three 1.5V AA batteries. There are four coloured buttons with English words to indicate the colours in a circle on the front. There are four animal buttons on the sides. At the bottom there are keys with descriptions Do; Re; Me; Fa; Sol; La; Si; To, and with drawn animal pictures. The toy is stored in a coloured cardboard box with a product image, CE marking of conformity, and the information that it is unsuitable for children under three. The additionally stuck paper label displays the name of the manufacturer, including the name and address of the distributor, and an indication that the toy is not suitable for children under the age of three and that there is a risk of inhalation or ingestion of small pieces.

Original product in the offer
An accredited laboratory has conducted tests that have confirmed a significant non-compliance with the requirements of the Directive 2011/65/EU - RoHS. Multiple lead and cadmium levels were excessive on the four solder connections inside of the toy when compared with the permitted limit values. Failure to comply with the requirements of the applicable legislation poses a serious environmental risk. 

The toy is also attractive mainly to children under the age of three. Its character and design correspond to the requirements for products designed for the development of cognitive functions and practical knowledge of these children. With regard to the above mentioned, it should comply with the requirements of another clause of the relevant standard (clause 14.7 of the standard EN 62115 which states that batteries in toys intended for the use by children under 3 years of age must not be removable without the necessity use of a tool unless the battery compartment cover is sufficiently secure. The battery insert housing cover as well as the battery case itself are constructed in a way that the inserted batteries can be secured after the cover is fitted with a screw that can only be released only when using a tool. It is clear from the inspection of the toy that the construction of the product enables the cover to be secured. However, the screw is missing in all inspected products and therefore the case can easily be opened and the batteries removed. In this case, there is a risk that if small children remove the batteries from the case and put them in the mouth, they may interfere with the surface layer of the batteries by improper handling, which may cause skin burns to small children.
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Unsecured battery case
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a protective measure on the trader based on the ascertained shortcomings and to prevent further occurrence of identical products on the market (pursuant to the provisions of Section 18a (3) and (4) of Act No. 22/1997 Coll.). The measure consists of the prohibition to distribute and the withdrawal of the above mentioned products. All information on the dangerous toy were forwarded to the RAPEX contact point at the Ministry of Industry and Trade.
