80% of checked sellers violated law in Litomyšl
(Hradec Kralové, May 13, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Kralové Region and Pardubice Region carried out an extraordinary inspection focused on shops, public alimentation facilities, and fuels in the town of Litomyšl. The total of 19 inspections were carried out and traders violated law in 15 cases. Most often, retailers didn’t comply with the provisions of the Act on Consumer Protection - they didn’t inform them about the final valid price or with the specific prices for packaged food products. A total of 9 fuel samples were also collected in this locality. They all met the applicable quality requirements.

The Královéhradecký and Pardubický regional CTIA inspectorate carried out an extraordinary inspection in Litomyšl. The aim was to inspect the services and the retail network, including public alimentation facilities. At the same time, it took the total of 4 petrol samples and 5 diesel samples in this municipality. All samples complied with the applicable quality requirements.
The CTIA staff carried out a total of 19 inspections in retail sales units and in restaurants. 15 establishments found violations. This was primarily a violation of Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, and Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products. Breaches of legal regulations were detected in the total of 79% of the inspected entities.
Most often, traders didn’t comply with the Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, when, among other things, failing to inform consumers about the final valid price before the purchase or specific prices for packaged food products. Furthermore, they didn’t comply with information obligations or violated some intellectual property rights. The total of 14 plagiarisms of SALOMON and ADIDAS footwear in the value of originals amounting to CZK 46,000, and 24 pieces of Tangle Teezer hair brushes, as well as Apple headphones in the value amounting approximately to CZK 47,400 when calculated in the prices of originals. The Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products, was violated in 2 cases.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 10 on-the-spot fines on the spot with a total value of CZK 15,500. The observed situation suggests that in 5 cases administrative proceedings will be initiated with the inspected person. A ban on the sale of 22 products totalling to CZK 2,615 was issued during the inspection. The CTIA carried out this extraordinary inspection action in cooperation with the Customs Office for the Pardubice Region.
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
