Budejovice Half Maraton with fines
 (České Budějovice, June 6, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection during the Ceske Budejovice Half Marathon. CTIA officers carried out 4 inspections at refreshment workplaces in the city centre and found 3 breaches of the Act on Consumer Protection. Vendors didn’t comply with the declared amount of beverages and meals and didn’t allow the consumer to check the declared amount of beverages.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions carried out inspections during the traditional Ceske Budejovice Marathon. On June 1, 2019, inspectors carried out the total of 4 inspections in the city centre, where visitors usually spend them time. The extraordinary inspection was aimed at vendors’ fulfilling with obligations in the area of fairness of sale. Refreshment workplaces were inspected and in 3 cases shortcomings were found consisting in the failure to comply with the declared amount of beverages and meals served and to allow the consumer to check the declared amount of beverage sold.

The inspectors imposed on-the-spot fines totalling to CZK 9,000 for breaches the Act No. Consumer Protection.
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
