Toy „Robotická myš“ poses a risk
(Prague, June 2, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority found that in the internal market a toy “Robotická myš” (“Robot Mouse”) was offered, although it contains many times more lead and cadmium than are the permitted limit values. The CTIA ordered its immediate withdrawal from the market.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority found an electric toy – a little mouse made of transparent coloured plastic – in the domestic market. The product is activated and starts to move after batteries are inserted. The toy is powered by 2 x AG13 (LR 44) batteries. It is sold in a sealed plastic blister with cardboard backing.
Laboratory tests proved a significant noncompliance with the requirements of the EU Directive (2011/65/EU). Up to 45.3% of lead and up to 0.13% of cadmium were proven in soldered joints inside of the toy. It is many times more that are the permitted amount limit values. Noncompliance with the requirements of the applicable legislation poses a serious environmental risk. 

In order to prevent further occurrence of identical products in the market, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a protective measure on the importer, consisting of a ban on distribution and withdrawal of the above mentioned products from distribution. The information about the dangerous toy was transferred to the contact point of the European Rapid Alert System for Dangerous products RAPEX.
