Inspections of toys proved repeated flaws
(Report of the first quarter of 2019)

(Prague, August 15, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority evaluated inspections focused on compliance with the Act on Technical Requirements for Products. It inspected toys intended for children under 14 years. In the 1st quarter of 2019, it carried out 458 inspection and found violations of legal regulations in 299 cases. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out inspections aimed at the compliance with the Act No. 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products, as specified in the Government Order No. 86/2011 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Toys. The CTIA carried out in total 458 inspections of toys at manufacturers, importers to EU and distributors of toys intended for children under 14 years. CTIA officers found violations of law in 299 cases. Breaches of the Act No. 22/1997 Coll. were detected within 227 inspections.
The following flaws were detected in cases of 733 of the inspected 1,487 toy models: 

· In 495 cases, flaws related to identification of the manufacturer;
· In 360 cases, flaws related to identification of the importer;
· In 322 cases, flaws related to shortcomings regarding accompanying documentation (missing warnings and instructions);
· In 315 cases, there were shortcomings in the accompanying documentation (missing warnings and instructions in Czech);
· In 240 cases, flaws related to the obligatory marking of the toy type, batch number and model number.
Several simultaneous defects were detected in cases of some toys.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority evaluated 3 toy models as dangerous products in the respective period. They were published in the RAPEX system and on the CTIA website (https://www.coi.cz/en/for-consumers/unsafe-products/).

Imposed measures
In the first quarter, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 231 fines amounting to the total of CZK 1,865,000 for breaches of the provision of Section 13 par. 9 of the Act No. 22/1997 Coll., and prohibited the sale of 277 toy models.
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
