CTIA detected counterfeits for 8.5 million CZK in Vyšší Brod 
(České Budějovice, August 30, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian Regions and the Vysočina Region carried out an extraordinary inspection at the marketplace in Vyšší Brod. It took in total 1,426 counterfeits in the value of originals amounting to CZK 8,538,780. “In these cases, CTIA officers started administrative proceedings with inspected persons. A sanction amounting up to 5 million CZK can be imposed for breaches of the Act on Consumer Protection. Selected counterfeits will be used for humanitarian purposes, the rest will be destroyed,” said Martina Střihavková, the Director of the regional inspectorate. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian Region and the Vysočina Region carries out an extraordinary inspection together with the Alien Police and the Municipality Police in Vyšší Brod, focusing on the offer and sale of counterfeited products. CTIA inspectors used their authorization to open two storages used as back offices of stands whose owners didn’t voluntarily enable access to them. This was done in the presence of two invited persons. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian Region and the Vysočina Region took in total 1,426 items of counterfeits amounting to CZK 8,538,780 when calculated in the prices of originals. These were mostly textile products and leather goods, namely T-shirts, sweatshirts, jackets, tracksuits, shorts, caps and scarfs. Other product types were handbags, belts and wallets. Counterfeited goods were labelled with the following trademarks: Adidas, Nike, Gucci, Burberry, Louis Vuitton, Vans, Chanel, Michael Kors, Tommy Hilfiger, Levi's and Calvin Klein. 
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
