Alcohol was sold to juveniles at Slavnosti královny Elišky 
(Prague, September 19, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions carried out inspections at the traditional historical event Slavnosti královny Elišky. Inspectors focused on selling alcohol to juveniles. The total of six inspections were carried out and five vendors sold alcoholic beverages to juveniles.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions carried out 6 inspections at Slavnosti královny Elišky 2019. In 5 cases (83.3%) the sale of alcoholic beverages to juveniles was proven. In 3 cases it was a spirit drink, in one case wine was sold and in one case beer was sold. Besides 4 CTIA inspectors, the event was attended by 1 person under 18 years of age and 2 members of the Police of the Czech Republic Hradec Králové to secure the safety of the invited juvenile.

“Administrative proceedings within the authorizations of the CTIA will be initiated with all the inspected persons found to be in breach of Act No. 65/2017 Coll., on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs,” says František Švihlík, the Director of the CTIA Regional Inspectorate.
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
