9 of 17 electric toys models failed inspections
(Prague, October 4, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority took part in an international project aimed at inspection of electric toys safety. 15 European countries participated. Within the project, the CTIA took 17 toys models, including 9 that were assessed as noncompliant. The total results proved that in the EU market electric toys occur, failing the requirements of applicable legal regulations. Manufacturers don’t respect the requirements for the limit values of particular chemical elements used within the production of electric toys. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority participated in an international surveillance project (JA 2016 - PROSAFE - Product Safety Forum of Europe) focused on the inspection of electric toys safety. The aim was to develop and improve the existing cooperation between the EU surveillance institutions in the European market in order to maximize the unification of the attitude of the inspection bodies towards these products. The total of 15 European countries participated in the project. The task of the event was to detect possible non-conformity of electric toys in the EU market with the requirements of the European Parliament Directives (see below - explanatory notes of the applicable Directive). This concerned mainly the inspection of the possible health risks that these toys could pose to children. Furthermore, the environmental risk to nature in case of inappropriate disposal of these toys was inspected.

Within this project, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority took 17 toys models, including 9 models that were assessed as unsatisfactory. One toy posed a serious risk due to the presence of freely accessible button batteries and the failure to comply with the lead and cadmium limit values for solder joints within this toy, as imposed by the RoHS Directive (see explanatory notes below). Other eight toy models were also assessed to be non-compliant because of serious environmental risks caused by the non-compliance with the RoHS Directive.

The CTIA imposed a protective measure on distributors or importers, which consisted of a ban on the distribution of products and withdrawal of the products from distribution.

Overall results of the international project
15 European countries participated in the international project. Fourteen Member States inspected the total of 238 toy models for electrical safety and seven Member States tested 119 toy models for environmental safety.

Electric safety tests

25 samples showed serious deficiencies, including their accumulation in one toy model. This can pose a serious or high risk to the safety of children. 110 samples showed only mismatches of an administrative nature regarding the labelling and marking as well as instructions for use, e.g. the lack of information about the manufacturer or importer, consumers didn’t receive sufficient instructions for inserting batteries etc. Samples that didn’t comply with these requirements were mostly classified as low-risk toys for safety, or the defects presented no safety risk.

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Tests of environmental safety
73 samples failed the requirements of the RoHS Directive. Most of the detected flaws were caused by the excessive content of lead and cadmium in solder joints of the inspected products. 
The limits for lead and cadmium are as follows:
· Cadmium (Cd) = 0.01 % (100 mg/kg)

· Lead (Pb) = 0.1% (1000 mg/kg)
