Inspections at Golden Helmet and Velká Pardubická 2019
(Pardubice, October 30, 2019) The traditional Golden Helmet and Velká Pardubická attracted sport fans to come to the city of Pardubice. Stall sale at both venues was subject to an extraordinary inspection carried out by the CTIA Inspectorate of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions. Breaches of the Act on Consumer Protection were detected in 5 of 9 inspected stands, which represented 56%.
On Sundays, October 6 and 13, 2019, two widely visited events were held in Pardubice – 71st Golden Helmet and 129th Velká Pardubická. Officers of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, namely employees of the Inspectorate of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions, were among the visitors to both sport events. The inspection was aimed at stall sale, sale of refreshments, textile products and souvenirs. Five CTIA officers took part in the inspection.

In total 9 inspections were focused on marking and labelling of textile products, compliance with the amount of beverages and weights of meals, correctness of billing, issue of a bill of product purchase based on consumer’s request, clear and visible marking of products with prices, possibility to check the amount or weight of products with a certified measuring instrument, unfair commercial practices, licence for the sale of alcoholic beverages, and information obligations. 
Within inspection purchases, violations of legal regulations in the surveillance scope of the CTIA were proven in 5 cases (i.e. 56%). 

2 cases related to the failures to provide declared weight/amount. In one case, the declared weight of a sausage wasn’t provided, in the latter case an alcoholic beverage was poured in crucibles and the seller didn’t have any certified glass at disposal to enable a re-measurement of the served amount of the drink (breach of Section 3 par 1 letter a) of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll.). In one case, the inspection purchase was billed to the detriment of the consumer when compared with the declared prices (breach of Section 3 par. 1 letter c) of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll., information obligation). And in one case, at the moment of the inspection, sale of products depending on weight was carried out without the workplace being equipped with a measuring instrument with valid certification in the sense of the metrological rules (breach of Section 3 par. 1 letter d) of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll.). In this last case another breach of law was detected – no information sign about the prohibition to sell alcoholic beverages to persons under 18 years was visibly placed at the workplace (breach of the Act No. 65/2017 Coll. - Section 13 par. 1.).

Four inspections were resolved by on-the-spot fines and 1 inspection will be further resolved within the CTIA authorizations and a suggestion to launch administrative proceedings was submitted. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions will continue in its inspections, because the results of so far inspections have shown a high ratio of findings.
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
