Certain counterfeits can serve a good thing – humanitarian hand over at RI Pilsen
(Pilsen, November 7, 2019) In accordance with the Act on the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, the products or goods that were the subject of a final decision on forfeiture and determined to be available for humanitarian purposes, are offered free of charge to institutions and organizations engaged in social and health care. 
The Pilsen and Karlovy Vary Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority handed over the seized counterfeits for humanitarian purposes. These were 1,506 items of products, mainly clothing, footwear, backpacks, handbags, but also toys, which will be sent to children's homes in Místa and Mašťov and special educational institutions in Mašťov and Buškovice. Some of the products were sent to an organization helping disabled people in Nová Paka. These were counterfeited products, which were taken within inspections mainly during the last year and at the beginning of this year at the West Bohemian markets, for example in Svatá Kateřina, Folmava, Aš or Svatý Kříž u Chebu.

In order to hand over these collected products for the use within social care, health care, education or other humanitarian purposes, is the removal of the protected trademark signs and elements, i.e. especially trademarks or logos of companies such as Adidas, Nike, Puma and others. The removal of these elements is carried out at the expense of the accepting organizations and the removal is checked by the Czech Trade Inspection Authority before the actual handover for use. 

Number of the handed over items:

· Nová Paka, Život bez bariér: 621 items
· Dětský domov Mašťov: 318 items
· Dětský domov a výchovný ústav Místo: 310 items
· Výchovný ústav Buškovice: 257 items
Unfortunately, the trademark signs cannot be removed from all taken products because they are they are pressed, printed, or otherwise placed on the product in such a way that removal would completely destroy the product. Such products, as well as CDs and DVDs, watches and electronics end up in a shredder.
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
