Alcohol was sold to juveniles in Brno
(Brno, November 25, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian Region carried out an extraordinary inspection of restaurants and premises opened in evenings and at nights in Brno. The focus was on the sale of alcohol to juveniles. Alcoholic beverages were sold to juveniles in 7 of 9 inspected workplaces. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian and Zlín Regions conducted an extraordinary inspection aimed at compliance with the Act No. 65/2016 Coll. The inspection took place in Brno early November, when juvenile helpers aged 15 and 16 were sold beer at 6 workplaces without the vendors verifying their age. In another case, an e-shop was inspected, where alcohol with personal hand over was ordered online and the order was issued to the juvenile. 
In 7 cases, the vendors breached the provision of Section 11 (5) of Act No. 65/2017 Coll., on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs, when they didn’t verify the age of the buyer and sold the alcoholic beverage to a juvenile. One of these sellers also violated Section 15 (2) of the same Act, where a seller of alcoholic beverages by means of distance communication didn’t inform consumers about the ban to sell alcoholic beverage to persons under 18 years in a clearly visible text in a way proportionate to the means of distance communication.

In all 7 cases, infringement proceedings will be initiated with the seller.

In two cases, the inspections found a violation of Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, where in one case the seller breached the provision of Section 12, failing to inform the consumer about the price of the offered products, and in the latter case the vendor breached the provision on Section 3 par. d), using an officially unverified weight, and Section 10 par. 1 when they failed to mark and label the products with the identification data of the manufacturer nor importer.
Both detected violations were solved by imposing a penalty on the spot.
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
